Grammar: Revision of passive voice & impersonal
structures

Vec smo se bavili osnovama pasiva a sada cemo uci u finese koje su vazne za poslovnu
komunikaciju. Rekli smo da cesto koristimo pasiv da izvestimo Sta ljudi govore ili misle
narocCito kada ne znamo ko je nesto rekao ili kada to nije ni vazno. Na primer: Our
product is considered to be the best in the market.

The company is thought to be supporting its employees at all times.

Medutim, sem ovog klasicnog prebacivanja aktivne reCenice u pasivnu, postoje i
kombinacije glagola i infinitiva ili participa u pasivu, a zavise upravo od glagola koji
koristimo za pasivnu konstrukciju:

1. Subjekat + pasiv + infinitiv sa to (uz sledece glagole: ask, believe, consider,
estimate, expect, feel, know, mean, report, say, see, suppose, think, understand):

Na primer:
Our sports facilities are said to be among the best in the country

This market is believed to be the most demanding in the area.
Obrati paznju na to kada izjavna reCenica i radnja o kojoj izvestavas teku paralelno, jer
tada posle infinitiva ide glagol sa nastavkom -ing:

They are thought to be working under immense stress.

A kada radnja o kojoj izvestavas prethodi izvestavanju, tj. desila se ranije u proslosti,
koristimo perfekat infinitiva, tj. kazemo:

She was thought to have quitted the job the previous week. (Prvo je napustila posao pa
su onda ljudi razmisljali o tome.)

2. It+pasiv +that + subjekat + glagol (uz sledece glagole: agree, announce, argue,
believe, claim, decide, disclose, expect, feel, hope, know, predict, recognize, report,
say, suggest, think, understand):

Na primer: It was felt that the facilities were in need of renovation.
It is thought that the boss is highly productive.

3. Trecu kategoriju Cine glagoli: agree, decide, forbid, hope, plan, propose, posle
kojih takode moze ic¢i infinitiv sa to. Na primer:

It has been agreed to change the dates of the meeting.
It is forbidden to use clients’ contacts for any personal needs.

Jos jedna bitna stvar u engleskom jeziku su situacije kada neko radi nesto za nas, recimo
neka placena usluga, kao sto su situacije kada nas neko Sisa ili nam pere auto. U tim
situacijama koristis takozvani ‘causative have', sto je dobropoznata konstrukcija ‘have/get
something done’, a redosled recCi u recCenici je: subject + have/get (u odgovarajucem
vremenu) + object + past participle (glavhog glagola).
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Na primer: You'll need to have your photo taken for the official ID card. (neko treba da
te fotografise, neces sam sebe slikati).

Ili: We are having the contract printed in 5 copies.

Umesto have u govoru, u nekim neformalnim situacijama i mozda ¢esc¢e u americkom
engleskom, koristi se glagol get.

Na primer: I got my photo for the official ID card taken yesterday.
