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Grammar: Comparison of adjectives II 
 
Na prošlom kursu smo obnovili poređenje prideva. U suštini, ako je pridev kratak za 
komparativ dodjemo pridevu -er, a za superlativ -est. Kod dugačkih prideva za 
komparativ dodajemo reč more (ili less) ispred prideva, odnosno the most (ili the least) 
ispred prideva. Recimo: This is the smallest gadget that we produce but it is the most 
expensive.  
Ukoliko želiš da uporediš dve stvari koje su slične ili iste, koristićeš konstrukciju as + 
adjective + as, odnosno not as + adjective + as.
