Dakle, mozemo koristiti tacnu brojku ili mozemo koristiti fraze koje oznacavaju priblizne
vrednosti. Hajde da pogledamo sledece brojeve i provezbamo kako da izgovorimo tacne
brojeve i priblizne vrednosti.
